b. The right shall be reserved to terminate the lease
in the event of a national emeragency or base closure.

c. Prior to any construction, Government of Guam must
coordinate with Commander, Andersen AFB to preclude inter-
ference with communications, cables, and other utilities
which are located in close proximity to the leased area.

4. The land is not excess to mission regquirements since
it is reguired to protect the water wells from surface
contamination and overdevelopment. However, outgranting

protection for residence of the surrounding area.

Governor Paul M. Calvo has recently been informed by Major General Stanley C. Beck
that the Government of Guam's application for a 25 year lease of one acre of Tand
.a1ong Marine Drive in the vicinity of Perez Acres and Wilson Homes has been approved
by the U.S. Department of the Air Force for the construction of the Yiga Fire
Station. The application was prepared by the Commissioner of Yigo, the Bureau of
Planning and the Department of Public Safety with assistance from the Andersen Air
Force Base Civil Engineering staff. The final lease documents yi]l be prepared by
the U.S. Navy which is the real estate agent for the Department of Defense in the

Pacific.

The construction of the fire station is intended to reduce property damage and
personal injury for the residents of Yigo. The fire station will also insure
continuous fire protection for the villages of Yigo and Dededo and surrounding

dareas.

Approval from the Sixteenth Guam Legislature is required for construction of the

fire station.

NEGOTIATIONS ON FEDERAL SURPLUS PROPERTY CONCLUDED

On Friday, July 19, 1985, Mr. Ross A. Biatek, Deputy Regional Administrator
of the General Services Administration (GSA) office in San Francisco said
that, although no final agreement was reached, the GSA negotiating team
agreed to consider the final offer made by the Government of Guam negotiating
team to purchase 11 of 14 parcels of surplus Federal property under negot-
jation. The Guam negotiating team requested that the three remaining parcels
and a portion of one other parcel be conveyed to the Government of Guam with-
out cost for wildlife, park, and educational purposes.

Approval of a final agreement is subject to:
Potential future military requirements,

Consideration of recently introduced legislation by Congressman Ben Blaz and
companion legislation by Senator James A. McClure to allow GSA to convey the
surplus Federal properties to Cuam at no cost,

Approval of the proposed additional public benefit conveyances; submission
by Guam of formal offers to purchase the sale parcels, and approval of the
Administrator of General Services Administration, and committees of the
United States Congress as appropriate..

Biatek expressed his personal pleasure at being able to present to the
Governor of the Territory of Guam, Ricardo J. Bordallo, the deeds for the
U.S.Naval Cemetery in Agana, and the U.S. Veterans Memorial Cemetery in
Piti prior to opening of the formal negotiations.

He commented that the two conveyances could not have taken place without a
lot of hard work on the part of a number of concerned persons, including
Commodore Hagen, Commander of U.S. Naval Forces Marianas, and Congressman
Ben Blaz, Delegate to Congress for the Territory of Guam and a member of
the House Armed Services Committee. Congressman Blaz, a Brigadier General
of the U.S. Marine Corps (Retired), expressed strong support for the
conveyance of the properties for continued use as veterans cemeteries.
